Audition schedule will be posted at the front office
on Friday, May 4 and emailed to all participants.

2. Prepare a ONE MINUTE version of your act (maximum 3 minutes for the show) to perform for
your audition on the stage. Bring any materials you may need for your act to the audition.
Props should be minimal. No lip syncing. All vocal and recorded music used must have a
positive theme appropriate for elementary age students. No words related to violence or
romantic relationships. If you have questions about your song, please talk to Mrs. Adams
before you prepare for the audition.

3. If you would like to audition to be one of the MC’s for the show, please write and prepare a
short introduction about yourself that you will say for the judges (memorization is not
required). You will hold a microphone, demonstrate your stage presence, volume, expression,
and personality.

The criteria the judges will use to determine the best acts for the show will be:
-Appropriateness for elementary students -Preparation
-Audience appeal -Uniqueness
